Mayor Wingfield said there is a possible easement discussion with Bobby Orlando that will be tabled for the time being. There was talk with Mike Owens, Joann Fagen, Wendell Koontz, Bobby Orlando, and Bo Nerlin. Sidewalks are also being looked into with Public Works.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS
PUBLIC WORKS
Mike Owens said that the GIS program is up and running, membranes are to be delivered soon. The department is not too busy, that work is being done with the GIS for the most part. Joann Fagan is very approving of the new program. Mike said that the program is great and affordable. Patricia Medina said that this is very helpful for the Town. Mike explained all the different capabilities of the program and said that the new hire Donny Rule is turning out to be a good hand and is catching on to things quickly.
POLICE DEPARTMENT

Chief Scott Green told the Board that traffic enforcement is being pushed. Thirty (30) or more stops are being done on Bridge Street. The Flock cameras are up and very effective with helping the Town and other agencies. There are cameras also being installed in the Patrol Cars on July 18, 2023. The Chief explained how the cameras will function in the vehicles to help the department. Ordinance violations have been pushed as well, with some coming into court but most are compliant. Corporal Scott Leon will be going into training for SRO. Chief Green thanked the Board for the improvements that have been made to the Town Hall. Patrick Webb asked if the officers are watching and taking photos of plates that are coming through Town. Chief Green explained that it is a camera that scans the plates, and it only alerts them if there is something attached to the license plate itself.

Mayor Wingfield told the Board that he wants to schedule a work session to go over the Parking Ordinance. The Board deliberated on a day and agreed upon Thursday, August 31, 2023, at 6:30 p.m.

Mayor Wingfield told the Board that the final electrical inspection was done this week. The last of the technology should be done within the next couple of weeks. The roof has started and should be done in a week.

EASEMENT VACATION- MARY DIFRANCO, BOBBY ORLANDO
This was tabled for this meeting.
RESOLUTION 2023-04 MCKEE ANNEXATION
Mayor Wingfield told the Board that this property may already be in Town, but the Town wants to continue the annexation process in the event that it is out of town. Sven Edstrom asked what of the surrounding properties? Mayor Wingfield said that he would like to get the surrounding properties in Town if they aren’t. The McKee’s will go before the Planning Commission on August 23, 2023, and before the Trustees on September 14, 2023. Town Clerk Ginger Redden read the resolution to the Board.
John Marta moved to approve Resolution 2023-04 McKee Annexation, Patrick Webb seconded. A verbal vote was taken with all Trustees voting in favor. Motion passed.

EMPLOYEE WAGE DISCUSSION- POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF THE YEARLY 3% ANNUAL RAISE
Mayor Wingfield told the board that we need to go with the 3% for the audit. The raises are depending on the wage study and performance. This is a yearly thing so that the State knows we are compliant.

Patricia Medina moved to approve the annual raise of 3%, John Marta seconded. A verbal vote was taken with all Trustees voting in favor. Motion passed.
